There are several events or activities that will be occurring at The Church of Saint Clement over the next several weeks. These events include:

1. Sunday Dinner at Carpenter Shelter Program: Saint Clement is will team with Beverly Hills Methodist Church to serve dinner on Sunday, September 21st at Carpenter Shelter. The two churches alternate when one church provides the main course and the other church provides the salad, dessert and beverages. The two churches will serve dinner again at Carpenter Shelter on Sunday, October 19th. Volunteers are welcomed.

2. Bag Lunch Program:
Volunteers from Saint Clement Church prepared and served lunches at Meade Memorial Episcopal Church during September 2 through 5. Saint Clement Church will serve lunches again at Meade Church on October 20 through 24.

13. Christmas Tree Sales Program:  Saint Clement Church sells Christmas Trees Between Thanksgiving and Christmas to supplement the operation of the Hypothermia Overflow Shelter Program and some other Outreach Programs. The Church normally orders approximately 400 Christmas trees which are delivered a week prior to Thanksgiving. Volunteers from the church offload the trees after they arrive and volunteer their time to sell the trees. Sales of the trees began on Friday, the day after Thanksgiving through Christmas Eve or until all of the trees are sold. Hours of operation for the sale of the trees are scheduled mainly on Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays. Trees are sold at $12.00 per foot.

14. Hypothermia Overflow Shelter:  Saint Clement will operate the 2015 

Hypothermia Overflow Shelter program during 61 cold weather nights                between Friday, January 2nd and Friday, March 13, 2015. The shelter is not open on Saturday nights. The program requires one opener to open the church each night and 2 hosts to stay overnight with the shelter guest.
This program provides space for approximately 12 homeless persons to             sleep over night between Sunday and Friday nights. The program provides mats, blankets, sheets and pillowcases to sleep and snacks to eat at night. The program also provides snacks for the guests when they arrive at night and each guest is provided a $5 gift card form McDonald’s for breakfast the next morning.
